Latino boys lag behind their white and black peers
at the start of kindergarten, but they generally

fare similarly to or better than black boys
throughout the school and early adulthood years.

Health

Latino boys begin life with a healthy start.
However, health disparities begin to emerge in  
early childhood and become starker in middle
childhood, adolescence, and young adulthood.

Young Hispanic men are
less likely to be enrolled  
in and to complete college
than their white peers.

Employment

Young Hispanic men have
strong connections to the
labor market. They are as
likely to be employed as
their white peers, but more
likely than their black peers.
